	DECLARATORY ACT OF 1766
	To assert Parliaments authority to make laws binding on colonies in all cases whatsoever
	Ignored in gratification of repeal of the stamp act

	TOWNSHEND ACTS OF 1767
	To raise revenue by taxing some colonial imports
	Organized boycott of British Goods

	TEA ACT OF 1773
	To give East India Company privileged position in American market for tea
	Boston Tea Party and other demonstrations

	COERCIVE OR INTOLERABLE ACTS OF 1774 (Boston Port Act, Administration of Justice Act)
	To punish Massachusetts for Boston Tea Party; to close port of Boston; to authorize transfer of trials of British officials in legal cases arising from the discharge of their duties in Mass.; trials to be held in Britain
