	Angry with British reasoning and government

	Quartering Act


	1765
	Colonists provided housing and supplies for English troops
	To save money
	Angry at  the loss of privacy

	Stamp Act

	1765
	Tax on stamps, cards, legal documents, and newspapers
	To raise money
	Protest, Sons of Liberty was formed

	Townshend Acts

	1767
	British tax colonial imports and station troops at major colonial ports
	To raise money
	Taxation without representation

	Boston Massacre

	1770
	British troops kill several colonists
	To make an example. Show their power
	Angry because of their deaths

	Tea Act

	1773
	East India Company sells directly to colonists, cuts out the merchants
	To make money
