Course Description:


This course traces the evolution of the world from a constellation of relatively isolated regions in 1500 to global interdependence of the present-day. The emphasis in the course will be on tracing the emergence of the interdependence between world regions--an interaction that was stimulated by the European invasions and colonizations and sustained by the contributions of the non-western regions. Together these forces shaped the modern world. In analyzing and understanding global histories as inter-connected, we will pay close attention to the social, cultural, political, economic, demographic, and ecological implications of this history.

Class Procedures: 

To succeed in this course you will need to develop the skills and habits of a competent and successful student: 

•  attending class regularly
· participating in every activity
•  taking good lecture notes

•  completing all assignments on time

•  reading assigned chapters before the topics are discussed in class

•  reading a textbook effectively, to comprehend and remember key points

•  using study skills appropriate for your individual learning style

•  allotting enough time to prepare for class and to study adequately for tests developing writing skills 

•  writing in the required format, with correct grammar and spelling, and without plagiarism

•  acting responsibly when an absence is unavoidable, to make appropriate arrangements to catch up, seeking help when needed, either meeting with me, or utilizing student services.

Discussion:   

Students are expected to ask and answer questions, and to participate in discussion of topics and issues.  You will be expected to prepare for participation by reading the week's assignment. A formal discussion grade will be given, therfore, it is imperative that you contribute to discussion as it may help raise your final grade when it is very close to a higher letter grade.
Progress Reports:  

Progress reports will be issued on the dates selected by Sparta Public Schools. Progress reports will not be issued earlier than those dates unless requested by a parent/guardian or school official.  The teacher will not issue early progress reports to students.

Assignment Due Dates:  

All assignments are due on the date designated by the teacher.  If an assignment is handed in late, it will be marked accordingly and the student will lose one letter grade per class period late unless they have an excused absence.  Should a student be present at any time on the due date of a written assignment, the assignment is to be turned in on that date.  This applies to field trip days.  Computer glitches or breakdowns will not be accepted as an excuse for not having or completing an assignment on time.

Plagiarism:  Plagiarism will not be tolerated.  If a student is caught plagiarizing an assignment, he/she will receive a “0” zero for the assignment, a phone call home to the parent/guardian and a written referral.  This is very serious and I do not permit it in my classroom.  If a student is unsure as to whether or not he/she has plagiarized then he/she probably has done so.  Please check with the teacher.
 
Absenteeism and Make-Up Work:  Grades and academic progress are unquestionably affected by absenteeism and students are strongly advised not to miss classes.  However, if one cannot avoid being absent, he/she must make up the missed work (tests and reports) by the second class period back to school with a legitimate excuse.  Written assignments are due the first day back to school.  Students are also responsible for inquiring about class activity due to their absence.  Unless students are out for illness or family death, work is due upon returning to school.  Missing test reviews (except for illness or death in the family) are not acceptable reasons to postpone taking a test.  In case of a conflict between teachers regarding a student make-up time, work should be done in order of classes.  For example, the teacher of the students first class on the day he/she was absent should have priority over getting the missed work first.
